Rx: Nice, Hot Worm Soup

You are what you eat.

Like, man, earthworms. No wonder
fish like 'em,

Pete Hulth reports in The Smithfield
Herald -on an article called “Ear-
thworms in Medicine” he read in the
American Journal of Nursing. Ex-
cerpts:

In Burma, doctors prachcmg folk
. medicine use earthworms in the
~ treatment of a gum disease suggestive
.. of pyorrhea. The worms are heated in a
"+ cloged pot until reduced to ashes, then
the ashes are used as a tooth powder,
sometimes combined with roasted
“tamarind seeds and betel nuts for
1mproved palatability.
" Also in Burma, when some women
are unable to produce enough milk to
-nurse their infants, worms are boiled
in water with salt and onions and the
‘clear fluid decanted and mixed with
the mother's food. This is done on the

- sly for best results.

" In Burma and Laos, earthworms
have been used to treat smallpox. The
worms are soaked in water and the
. patient bathed in the liquid. The worms
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are then roasted, powdered, and mixed
with coconut water, which is drunk.

The earthworm is considered an all-
round wonder drug in Iran. There they
are baked and eaten with bread to
reduce the size of a kidney stone lodged
in the bladder and to bring about its
expulsion. Earthworms in Iran are
dried and eaten to cure the yellowness
of a jaundiced patient. And to make
hair grow, ashes of earthworms are
applied to the head with oil of roses.

Cherokee Indians have used ear-
thworm poultices to help draw out
thorns, and Nanticoke Indians used
earthworms for rheumatism. Ac-
cording to the Nanticokes you put the
worms in a bottle, let die, and apply to
stiff joints. It's reported to have a bad
smell but fo be a sure cure.
