Our Search For ldentity

When, the muse gets on his back so bad he can't

shake it, Don Brock knocks out a “Ballad for the Boys.” "

His resistance of late has been discouragingly strong,
and now it appears he’s having trouble with all the
daughters of Zeus and Mnemosyne; he even has lapsed
into prose. This has happened before, and I've had to
remind him that regular wordsmiths we got, the poetry
we need. This time he counters with evidence that not
only is his heart pure as always, his cause is just. Brock,
who has lived all over—St. Louis, Akron, Norfolk, In-
dianapolis—says he is taking up where I left off last
week about good kids and bad kids. He reasons:

“Through the ages, as even inscribed on the pyra-
mids, the cry has been raised that our children are go-
ing to the dogs. Well, the actual fact is, almost all chil-
dren indulge in most of the experiences of life as they
grow up. Just because of natural curiosity. .

“Obviously, most "young people struggle through
and become good citizens. However, due fo our very
large population we do have a great many youngsters
who get caught up in bad situations.

“Environmental and social influences control al-
most everyone's actions. We pattern ourselves after
those with whom we associate. In large cities there is no
such thmg as personal identity, except in groups. A
young person feels that no one knows or cares about
him except the people he is with. He and his parents do
not know their neighbors a door away. When the TV
announcer raises the question ‘Do you know where your
child is?’ at 11 'clock at night, many parents don't.

“We are most fortunate to live in Mooresville. There
are some mighty fine people here, and their influence

just has to make for better-adjusted children—and, later,

better citizens. In a small'community, people are known
as individuals. This personal identity does not stop
wrong-doing, but it does limit the repetition, the group
rationalizing and, finally, the collective justification that
quickly become habit. In effect, a small community pro-
vides a sort of )syecurxty blanket for those who will ac-
mobile socxety has lessened the character -molding power
of the small commumty, but it stands as a great force
for good.
