Calims are processed
faster and checks started
sooner if proof (age and ear-
nings) are furnished when the
claim is filed. Form W-2 or tax
return is proof of labt year's
earnings.

Q. My daughter is 15 and has
never had a Social Security
card. Will her application for a
Social Secufity card go to
Baltimore just like all others?

A. Yes. All original (first)
Social Security cards are issued
by our Baltimore office. Even
though an applicant is pretty
sure she’s never ‘been issued a
Social Security number, our
Baltimore records are checked
to be sure. It is essential that a
person have .only one Social -
Security number. Duplicate
cards can be issued but always
with the same number.

Q. My widowed, 69-year-old
mother has just taken a part-
time job working in a cafeteria
kitchen, but she only gets called
to work when one of the regular
employees is absent. She
seldom earns more than $75.00 a
month. Smce her only other
income is a small Social
Security check, can she get any
additional help even though
she’s working?

A. Slarting in January 1974,
your mother may be eligible for
Federal Supplemental Security
income payments even. though
she's working. The first $20 of
her monthly Social Secyrity
paymenl, for example, would
not count as income. In ad-
dition, the first $65 of her
monthly earnings would not be
counted. One-half of the rest of
your mother’s monthly ear-
nings-if she earned more than

- $65-would count against “the
Federal payments. Your
mother should contact any
Social Security office for more
information  about  Sup-
plemental Security income
payments.
