As of 6 a.m. Wednesday
morning, with the vote

Although the liquor-by-the-
drink received the most at-
tention, two other statewide
issues—$300 million worth of
school construction bonds and
permission for the state to make
technical changes in the $30
million clean-water bonds
approved last year—were
decided. :

In Iredell County, the $300
million worth of school con-.
struction bonds were favored
7,937 to 4,984, while the $30
million . clean-water. issue was
approved by a vote of 9,785 to’
3,067. -
