But the parents ‘never can
relax, not really. They live with
the knowledge that the next
minute can bring panic.

Paul and Emily are diabetics.
They have been all their lives.
Their lives are a delicate
balance maintained by daily
injections of insulin.

For them, Halloween candy is
deadly poison Yet this poison-
saves their lives. Each has

‘suffered insulin shock, and

quick doses of sugar were used
to restore the balance.

Their parents must do con-
stantly for them what their
young bodies cannot do. Their
mother tests their urine several
times daily to determine blood-
sugar levels. Hers is a vigil that
never stops. She and her
husband have seen their
children in diabetic comas and
in insulin shock, the two deadly
extremes of the disease they

. share.

“1t's always terrifying,"”” Mrs.
Query 'says, “no matter how
much you learn of diabetes, no
matter liow carefully you follow
doctor’s ~instruction, you're
never prepared fully for a
situation in which your quick
action literally is a matter of
life and death.”

Paul and Emily will go
through life dependent orf
medication. Diabetes can be
controlled, but there is no cure.
And their parents must face
some harsh statistics: Diabetes
is the leading cause of blind-
ness, and most patients under 20
at the time their diease is found
have an average of 17.4 years

“ before the onset of ‘blindness.

The Query couple knows, too,
that life expectancy of their
children is. curtailed sharply.
There is an average of 5.8 years
between total blindness and
death. This means Paul and
Emily may face blindness and
death before they're 30.

Paul and Emily Query are
two of anestimated 700 juvenile
diabetics in  the 12-
county section of the Carolinas
known as Metrolina.
