During the pre-Christmas
shopping rush last year, the
Mooresville Merchants
Association spent $10 on.traffic
tickets. It was the best public
relations money the
organization ever spent.

The ‘‘courtesy parking
ticket” plan began here several
years ago. It was a whiz-bang of
an idea then, and it has been
each December since.

The first year, the member
merchants invested about $5 in
nickles for traffic officers to
place in meters for shoppers
parked overtime. Instead of a
citation, the shopper got a
nickle and a notice that the
meter was fed courtesy of the
Merchants Association.

Last year, the association
invested in $10 worth of nickels,
and it reaped boundless good
will from busy shoppers who let

it be known they appreciated -

the favor.

Beginning December 12 and
continuing through December
24, the Merchants Association
again will issue courtesy tickets
downtown. The Town Board last
week - approved the
arrangement. ‘
