A solemn high requiem mass
written by Robert Shafer,
grandson of Mrs. R. A. Sloop of
Mooresville, was celebrated
early this month in a
Washington, D.C. cathedral.
Shafer lives in Vienna, Va. near
Washington.

The service was the world’
premiere for the work that was
acclaimed by Washington area
critics, The mass was in-
troduced at the Church of the
Ascension and Saint Agnes.

Shafer, who is director of
choral music at Madison High
School in Vienna, used mem-

.bers of his nationally-known
m Madison chorus in performing
§] his composition. Shafer com-

posed the mass last summer
under the guidance of Nadia
Moulanger at Fontainebleau,
France.

Wendell Margrave, a
Washington Star-News critic,
had this to say about the first
performance of Shafer’s work:
*“The music was contemporary,
but not excessively dissonant,
and employed few of the choral
tricks we have come to expect
in much current writing for
choir. The counterpoint was
fluent and competently written,
and the whole work seemed to
me to be devout, but surcharged
with emation. The performance
was immaculate in intonation,
in diction and in choral
discipline.”,

“It strikes me as a useful
work, not only in its setting as a
part of the grandeur and solemn
‘pageantry of the requiem mass,
but also as a separate choral
work, in the way that masses of
PaleStrina and others are often
presented. It would be equally
suitable for a choir of men and
boys."

A person who
dies " in' his teens or early
twenties needs only six quarters
of coverage, about 1!» years of
work under social security, for
a death benefit to be payable,

Q: How much are these
Supplemental Security Income
payments going to be and when
do they start?

A: They start-January 1974,
The highest amount payable
will be $130 a month for an in-
dividual; $195 a month for a
couple.
