Burning
Permits
Required

Effective last Monday, Oc-
tober 1, permits are required
for brush burning, according to
county ranger Kelly Beeson.

Beeson said fall, with its
abundance of dry leaves and
grass, creates a hazgrdous
perlod condusive to wildfires. It
is expecrally dangerous when
rainfall is inadequate and on
windy days.

The permxts are-required if
burning .is done between mid-
night and 4 p.m., and is done
within 500 feet of woodland. If
the brush is burned after 4 p.m.
and extinguished prior to
midnight, Beeson says permits
are not required.’

He noted the best time for -

burmng trash or brush is after 4
"p.rii; anid explained that wind-
speed ; usually dips and . the
humidity rises. Beeson 'also
recommends burmng im-
mediately* after a rain.

Persons planning to burn
brush or trash and have
questions are instructed to call
the ranger’s office at 872-5672.
