But don't let us kid ourselves, cautions the Ameri-
can Insurance Association, which points out that the
real culprits are PEOPLE—people who are careless
with matches or who have less than tidy smoking habits.

The Association offers these suggestions to help hold

down fires of such origin:
1. After using a mateh,
carding it.

break it in half before dis-

2. Keep plenty of ash trays on hand in every room,

3. Use them.

4. Empty them often, but not into paper bags or
other flammable receptacles.

5. Before going to bed at night, empty all ashtrays,
