Mission activities. "This is
Copelan’s report for Sep-
tember:

Your director and Mlssmn
volunteers continue to be thank-
ful for the generous way people
of the community bring us
clothing, furniture and
household items every month.
We know a good number of the
donors have about given what
they have to spare. but there
are always others who bring in
to fill the gap. :

During September we had 273
visits by heads of families who
took out 3,491 garments, 20
pieces furniture, and 177 pieces
of household things such as 13
pairs of. curtains, 21 sheets, 6
blankets, 6 bedspreads, 4
pillows and 9 pots and pans.

We issued 29 food orders that
amounted to $253. Every month
we have requests that we do not
grant for reasons that we think
are good.

Also during the month, we
provided $61 -to help three
families pay their power.bills,
and $16 went to restore water to
two families. Another family
with five children received $50
in rent payments to avoid
eviction. We dispensed several
smaller items that amounted to
an expenditure of $31,68.

I know it is the feeling of
many who will read this that
they are thankful we have a
place—supported by the people
in the community—to take care
of the needs above.

It's also good for Yokefellow
volunteers from local churches

Spanish
Firearm
Acquired

The North Carolina Museum
of History in Raleigh has
acquired a rare 17th century
Miquelet hunting shotgun for its
historical collections.

The Miquelet ignition system
was developed in Spain during
the middle years of the 16th
century. It is a forerunner of the
flintlock system in firearms.

Museum experts say this one-
of-a-kind, custom-made gun
was made in Spain between 1630
and 1680, It is believed the piece
was created for a Spanish
nobleman for sport hunting of.
small birds and game.

this Miquelet was originally
encased in a handsome tooled
wooded box and was most likely
carried in the nobleman’s
carriage for bird shooting as he
traveled.

The stock is carved of cherry
wood with eight-karat gold and
ivory hardward and trim. The
shotgun, or ‘‘fowler,” is only 30
inches long and weighs four
pounds. It is approximately 10-
gauge and was hand-loaded
with powder and shot by a

ramrod.

This rare piece was donated
to the North Carolina Museum

of History by the heirs of Dr.’

George H. Petteway of
Charlotte and will go on display
soon.

The Robinson children, Anita
and Alta, were stricken during
the polio epidemic of 1953. Anita
died within a. few days. Alta
lived in an iron lung for 17 years
before her death in 1970.

‘The Robinson girls were born
on the farm, which has been in
Mrs. Robinson’s family since
pioneer days. The land once
belonged to Israel Boone, a
brother of Daniel, from whom
Mrs: Robinson is a descendent.

Dr. Chester Black, state 4-H

leader, announced that the land
would be used for ‘‘outpost’” or
“primitive’’ camping, which he
said would add a new dimension
to 4-H camping and aid 4-H
expansion in urban areas.
" “We have been greatly im-
pressed with the present 4-H
program and we believe it gives
promise of rapid growth and
greater service in future
years,”’ said Mr. Robinson, who
is a former ssuperintendent of
both the Caldwell County and
Lenoir city schools.

“We want this gift to be a sort
of ‘thank you, thank you, and
thank you’ to thousands of
people...who opened their
hearts to us... as we and others
.worked 17 years to keep one girl
alive who loved life and wanted
desperately to live...

“And finally, we want this gift
to be a sort of dedication to the
completion of unfinished pur-
posses...,"’ Robinson continued.

The tragic experiences of the
Robinson family are recorded
by Mr. Robinson in a book, ‘“We
Made Peace with Polio,” which
won the Thomas Wolfe Award in
1960.

The property is in upper
Mulberry Valley, which is about
10 miles northwest of Lenoir
and about 20 miles east of
Grandfather Mountain. It is
surrounded on three sides by

camping programs at one of the
organization’s five resident
{ype camps.

While 4-H members will
