Marineworld?

A proposed park, based on the theme of ‘“Marine
World” may be coming to the Mooresville Area. The
park will be located on a 150 acre tract located on the
west side of I-77 and south side of Highway 150 four
miles west of Mooresville. This was originally an
alternate site with developers earlier hoping to locate
on Lake Norman near Davidson. After running into.
strong opposition, the second site was reconsidered.

The area has now been re-zoned by Iredell Country
officials. They see this as a new source of revenue for
the county, and they are in favor of the idea, One of
the obstacles of the park is getting the extension of
sewage service by the town of Mooresville. The town
would be re-imbursed for cost of the sewage system.

This park would have a theme park empnasiziuyg
the killer whale show and the dolphin show. This
would only be a small part of the park. It would also
have a camping area, a shopping center, a salt water
lake, a hotel area, and a surplus area that could be
used for appartments or condominiums. A two-
million dollar monorail i alse a possibility.

“Although the payroll for the park would not be large
by some standards, a number of summer jobs would
be available for area students who should be aware of
this job potential. .

This just may be the big step or r
give commerce in the area a big boost,
that will be needed by the park will logically be
provided by area firms that often BEo« young
people.
