State Law To Be Enforced
Against Traffic Offenders

Strict enforcement of a state
statute dealing with habitual
traffie offenders will be made

“throughout the 22nd Judlclal

District.

Solicitor H. W, (Butch)
Zimmerman, Jr., of Lexington
said Wednesday that he intends
to enforce the statute strictly in

cases in the four-county.area of .

Iredell, Davie, Davidson and
Alexander,

Zimmerman stated that any
person, resident or non-
resident, whose record in the
Department of Motor Vehicles
showed accumulations of
convictions for certain separate
and distinet offenses within a
seven-year period or multiple
convictions resulting from a

series of offenses committed in .

a six-hour perlod would place
such - person in- the habitual
oftender category

“Certam types of ot‘fenses,
said Zimmerman, “would be
three or more convictions
arising from separate acts of
voluntary and involuntary
manslaughter, driving under
the influence, driving while
license ‘'was . revolked or
suspended, any felonious - of-
fense or any felony in which a
motor vehicle was used, failure

‘license

to stop and. render aid, ac-
cidents involving damage in
excess of $100 and failure to
report scene of accident or

~denntity, and any ,moving

violation during a period of
suspension or
revocation.”

Twelve or more convictions of

separate or distinet offenses .

that are required to be reported
would also constitute a hibitual
offender, Zimmerman repor-
ted.

The third area which would
constitute a habitual offender
would be any person. com-
mitting the offenses in the first

“and second areas under any

valid town, city or county or-
dinance.

- Zir‘nmerman stated that his

enforcement of the statute was
to provide maximum safety for
all-persons -who'travel-and use
the public highways, and to
deny the provilege of operating
a motor vehicle on the highways
to persons who have shown by
their conduct that they .are
endangering others.

‘‘Highly significant’’
reflected Zimmerman, ‘‘is that
the enforcement of this statute
shotld discourage repetition of
criminal acts.”
