owner to take a cruise and Mr.

waiting at Al's Marina for the
group to return. This was

‘hardly a setting conductive toa

wild party or an orgie.
The operator of the cruiser,

_19-year-old Mars Hill student
‘Gene Brannon, had anchored

the vessel close enough to shore
that, although there wasn't. a
Mark Spitz among them, all
aboard could easily have swum'
to land and back. These people
were -convinced the boat’s
anchor lights were burning,

.Three. girls.were.in-the-below--.

deck restroom putting on swim
suits and others were moving
about the deck and other sec-
tions of the cruiser. It was, in
general, not the type of activity
carried on by thinking people in
total darkness in a cove of Lake
Norman when lighting was
available aboard the vessel.
Suddenly out of the night
came a middle age man and his -
companion in a small, powerful,
speedy boat. He was going so

fast that he could not or did not-

s¢ée a vehicle as large as a
cruiser with anchor lights
beaming. The young people saw
him coming toward them,

_picked up towels to wave and

screamed at him. Nevertheless
a collision took place resulting
in the injury of four young

people—two seriously, two

suffered from severe bruises—
four boys were knocked into the
water by the impact and
narrowly escaped serious in-

‘jury from the boat which

leapfrogged over the cruiser

‘and continued on the other side

of the boat.

These are facts from 10
former  students whose
reputation for truth was never
questioned in our schools. Two
of the girls are now teaching in
Winston-Salem, one in Charlotte
and one in Mooresville. One of
the boys recently graduated,
from U.N.C. and the other three
are rising seniors at UN.C,
Gardner “Webb and Ap-
palachian. At 21 and 22 only one
has had trouble "with traffic
tickets. All have been leaders in
college—six of them having
made the dean's list. In the
Mooresville churches and
community they have been our
leaders.

Some two years and fourtrials
later the details have em-
barrassed every honest citizen
in the Mooresville area. Young
Brannon at one time was in:
dicted for not having a lighted
kerosene lantern aboard. Later
this 1900 law was considered
obsolete and the mdtctment was
withdrawn.

They have learned in college
that, as to this date, not a single
unjust decision has been made
in the courts there.

Yale Grad Find;Rural;
Medicine A Challenge

It's a long way from the Ivy
League of the coal country
community of Crum, W. Va.,
but Dr. Allan Graham hopes to
interest-others in the route he

““There is a lot here," he sard

“Things of interest and ex-
citement you'd never find in a
medical center like Yale.”

As Graham leaned back in his
chair to speak, a bright beam of
sun found its way through the
tall pines just outside his office
window to strike his necktie,
accentuating the vivid yellows
and golds.

“‘There is such a tremendous
challenge to rural medicine,
You do so much as an in-
dividual,” he said. ‘“‘In urban
areas, you're just one in a very
large crowd.” ‘

A native of Chicago and
graduate .of Yale medical
school, Graham finds himself
head physician—and only
physician—at the Crum-Kermit
Clinic, a privately owned
medical center, o

“This is the last place on
earth I ever thought I'd be,"” he
confessed.

After completing an in-

‘ternship at Stanford, he joined

the National Health Service and
soon discovered his first out-
patient experience would be in
West Virginia.

“It certainly wasn't what 1
had intended,” Graham said,
‘‘but once here, I was
delighted.” '

The 28-year-old doctor, whose
hair style and taste in clothing
appear out of place, feels right
at home. :

“I haven't experienced any
hostility as an outsider,”
Graham said, borrowing a word
from the mountain idiom.

“People heads a staff of eight,
including a dentist, dental

pharmacists and a lab
technician.

‘“‘We're seeing 25 to-30
patients a day,” he said, “‘but
- the caseload should tncrease as
our chronic illness rolls grow.
That's the kind of medical care
that -needs convincing.”

His
office hours are 9a.m: to 5 p.m.
