What followed were weeks of all
the adjectives and nouns that
describe bad times - compounded
by nausea so severe Neill could take
no solid food at all.

Laura was there all the time, first
in a dormitory, later in a real room
Always, she was with Larry or
immediately available to him.

Then, in late September, talk of
home. Three times he and Laura
booked flights only to learn his blood
numbers weren't right. Potassium
problems persisted. Then, Oct 9,
they were home

The Neills found a homemade
“welcome home’' sign at home, and
another at Larry's home-away-
from-home, Overcash Electric Co.
where he worked and where he
expects to work again. Their dog,
too, was ecstatic.

The settling in is done, and the
slow recovery continues. Those
months in a hospital bed took their
toll on Neill's body. He is building
and retraining muscles he always
had taken for granted. His kidneys
are functioning, but not as well as
they should.

And he must use five drugs, some
of them woefully expensive, some of
them as long as he lives. He must
report to a Statesville hospital twice
weekly for blood tests, and he must
return to Jefferson Memorial for
more extensive examinations every
two months.

But he is home!

allowed to accept, 66 percent of the
zinc and 62 percent of the copper.
Other totals, for metals like cad-
mium;—-ehromium_and lead, are,
respectively, 39, 40 and 59 percent.”

And Wagonér, who has -been
superintendent of the facility since it
opened in October 1983, said the
metals . discharged most by
“significant industries’’ are
chromium, copper, lead and zinc.

While the amount of waste treated
at the plant is not a problem(the
plant capacity is six million gallons
a day and the daily average is only
three and a half million), the metal
totals justify a little concern,
Wagoner said.

“One or two more significant
industries could put us near the
maximum levels,” Wagoner said.
“Right now, five major industries
are on the system so a few additions
could make the difference.”

The fact that the facility is nearing
industrial treatment limits in only
four years i8 attributed, in the most
part, to the new state standards that
went into effect this month, Wagoner
said.

“In no way does the current
situation indicate a lack of plan-
ning,” Wagoner said. “‘All these
changes have come about within the
last year, but the guideline changes
mean we're not in as good as shape
as we thought we would be.”

Wagoner added that many other
towns and cities in North Carolina
were adjusting to similar situations
as a result of the new guidelines.

In Mooresville, the adjustments
have already taken the form of town
board action concerning the future

of the town's treatment facilities. -

Town Manager Rick McLean said
the board is aware of the situation

and has begun efforts to address the

problem: -
McLean said the board has hired

an engineering firm to examine the
existing plant and Mooresville's

potential for growth to see how the
town's efforts should be directed.

“The board is looking at the
possibilities and the historical
figures to determine the town’s best
move,” McLean said. “What we
want to do is come up with a
projection, based on the kind of
growth we have and expect, that will
serve asa guide for the future.”

McLean added that while the plant
was nearing its industrial limits
sooner than expected, it was also
serving more and more residential
customers, which means expanded
waste treatment services were
going to be a part of the town’s no-
too-distant future even without the
tighter restrictions.

“We are working on getting in-

formation together for the entire .

system, wot just industrial treat-
ment,” McLean said. “It's {rue that
we have to be awafe of the limits
when considering what industries
we can handle, but we also have to
think about residential treatment in
the future.

“The important thing is that we
are thinking about it now so we'll be
in position to make the adjustments
when they are needed,” he added.

Questions & Answers

Q. My husband died last month on
the 15th. Why isn’t he entitled to
some of his Social Security benefit
for the first 15 days for that month?

A. We don’t pay benefits to people

- for the Tonth inl which they die  IleXi

whether they die on the 1st, 15th, or
the last day. But, for those folks who
have survivors eligible for benefits,
those benefits begin with the month
of the worker’s death, regardless of
the actual date of death.

Q. I heard that people who get
Social Security benefits may be able
to get SSI payments, too, Does this
mean that-a person has to be eligible
for Social Security in order to get-SSI
payments? . )

" A.No. A person may be eligible for
SSI payments even if he or she has
never worked under Social Security

- and SSI checks if they are elgible for

both.

Q. I plan to retire in a few months.
Must [ apply for benefits in person at
a Social Security Office?

A. Not unless you want to. You can
call any Social Secuirty office and
apply by phone if you prefer. The
people there can explain your
retirement' options and will tell you
what documents and information
are needed. .

Treatment Of Back Problems 77 b o s, ti
Often Are Very Expensive

Back problems cause not only
physical discomfort but financial
distress as well.

Each year Americans spend about
$17 billion for diagnostic procedures
and treatment of back problems.
Approximately 93 million work days
lost annually to back problems.

The onset of back problems may
seem to be sudden, but is often
caused by long-term mistreatment
rather than a one-time injury, said
Daniel Dore, director of clinical
services in the Department of
Physical Theraphy at Duke
University Medical Center.

““Most back problems occlr as a
result of poor posture, loss of

physical fitness.” Dore said.

Because these factors are within an
individual's conirel, mapy aches

" and pains could be prevented,
In a healthy back, the spinal

column — the body's means of

support — is poised, ‘which allows
weight to be supported by various
areas of the body. The spine’s four

continuous curves help maintain

flexibility and absorb shock.
A swayed -or flattened back,

rounded shoulders or a forward head
puts the spine out of its normal
_ balance, no longer supporting the

muscles effectively.

“As the muscles fatigue, pain
develops,” Dore said. ““In turn, the
muscles transfer their work to the

-ligaments. along the spine, which
then become overstretched, causing
further fatigue and aches. The
pressure on the vertebrate can
eventually lead to more pain, disk

damage or bgck injury.”

Dore compared a back injury to
heart disease, which often takes
months or years to be discovered.
“Damage to the back can be oc-
curing long before pain is felt,” he
said. ““Then, a twist or fall causes
pain. the incident didn’t cause the
injury, but was the 'straw that broke

the camel’s back.’

*A healthy back is highly unlikely
to be injured by a single twist, lift or

fall.”

Pain and anti-inflammatory
medications bring some relief, but

- the cause of the problem should be
addressed to prevent recurrence, he

added.

An individually tailored
prevention program would put the
patient on the right path to a
stronger and healthier back. Such a

program should be designed by a
physical therapist, who can best
assess an individual’s problems and
recommend corrective exercises to
prevent further injury. i

“‘Some patients will stop doing-the
exercises once their back pain is
gone and return to their old habits,”
Dore said. *‘But a program is not a
two-week thing. They must accept
the responsibility for improving
their back and be motivatedto
continue exercising.”

Although a person should see a
physical therapist for specific
recommendations, Dore said there
are general rules on back care that
most people should follow to prevent

Muscles must work
harder, and all the joints become
realigned, which predisposes the
wearer to injury.
