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Although Fire Prevention Week
has just observed throughbut the
area, it's never to late to think about
fire safety for older adults It's a
fact: America's older adults — those
65 years of age and older — die in
home fires far more often than the
rest of the popultaion That risk
doubles for those 75 and ol ¢ ¢

However, the Fire Prevention
Association suggests tha each in-
dividual is his own best insurance
against fire and burn injury. It's
good to know that, with a few simple
steps, an older adult can help
prevent home fires 1 few more
steps will let the person protect
himself, his home, and others from
fire.

Here's how a person can prevent
home fires. Insist on careful
smoking. Smoking materails‘are the
number one cause of the home fires
in which,sesigssmdia.Havealacge,
deep ashtraﬁinﬁv&yﬁok!rs ‘to use.
Empty ashtrays in a safe place such
as a metal can. Always check
upholstered furniture for diupped
cigarettes before leaving home or
going to bed. Make it a rule never to
smoke in bed, when drowsy, or when
taking medication that makes ygp
sleepy.

Space heaters need heat. Be extra
careful if a space heater is used to
keep the home extra warm. To be
warm and safe. give all space
heaters at least i inches of clear air
on all sides Wear tightfitting
sleeves when cooking. Loose
sleeves, flowing robes, or frilly
aprons might touch the burner and
catch fire. Additionally, stay in the
kitchen when frying foods.

If for some reason the frying food
must be left unattended, set the
timer or carry a potholder with you
as a reminder to return and cut the
burner off. Also, check electrical
appliances. Plugs and cords need
special attention to see if they show
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signs of wear. Replace worn ap-
pliances, the peace of mind will be
worth it.

By planning ahead, an individual
can take care of himself during a
home fire. Use smoke detectors.
Most fatal fires at home happen
while people sleep. Properly
maintained smoke detector is placed
near every sleeping area.

Know how to escape to safety.
Recognize the sound of the smoke
detector or other fire alarm. Fire
grows with amazing speed, so get
outside right away whenever the
detector or alarm sounds, Know two
ways out of every room, just in case
smoke or flames block one way out.

Remember, more breathable air
will be near the ground, under the
smoke. Crawl on your hands and
iknees or stoop low under the smoke.
Call the fire department from a
neighbor’s. And once out, stay out.
Never go back inside for any reason.

Stop, drop, and roll to smother a
clothing fire. Act right awat. Stop,
right where you are and drop gently
to the ground or floor. Cover your
face with your hands. Roll over and
over to smother the fire.

And remember. Each persci 1s
responsible for taking care of
himself. Hundreds of people have
saved their own life — or the life -~
someone else — by following these
simple steps.
