FmHA Requiring
Conservation
Certification

Farmers who apply for loans
made or guaranteed from the
Farmers Home Administration
must certify they are in compliance
with certain soil conservation
requirements related to highly
erodible and wetlands, according to
Maynard Self, county FmHA
supervisor.

The 1985 Farm Bill prevents
farmers from receivining benefits
from USDA programs, including
FmHA loans, unless they are in
compliance with conservation
procedures relating to highly
erodible and wetlands, "’ Self said.

Before FmHA can complete the
processing of a loan application,
farmers must contact their local
Agricultural Stabilization Con-
servation Service County Office and
complete the necessary certification
form.

The certification form to be signed
by the applicant asks three basic
gwuestions dealing with cultivating
highly erodible land not farmed
before, wet areas convérted for
cropland since Dec. 23, 1985; and
future plans to convert wetlands.

Self said farm borrowers who take
the necessary certification actions
now will not be delyed in receiving
their spring crop loans. However,
failure to take action could delay the
delivery of FmHA loans and the
USDA benefits.

strokes to lesser known- conditions
like Creutzfeldt-J akob disease.

A panel convened by the National
Institutes of Health in Bethesda, has
produced guidelines to help family
physicians identify the more easily
treated causes of dementia.

This group concluded the family
should expect -more from their
doctor than just a name being given
to a diagnosis. Identifying and then
