Ethiopia Bent On Self-Destruction

Ethiopia is ruled by Marxist stongman
Mengistu Haile Mariam, who seized power 13
years ago. A more “Evil Empire” you would
be hard-pressed to find.

Just how bad things are was brought.-into
sharp focus recently by two of Capitol Hill's
most polarly _opposite.. political leaders.
Speaking at a luncheon semiriar at the Na-
tional Press Club. Congressmen Toby Roth, a
Wisconsin Republican, and Bill Gray, a
Democrat from Pennsylvania, announced
their intention to press hard in the current
session of Congress for sanctions against the
Mengistu regime. ,

What prompted Roth, a leading conser-
vative, and Gray, chairman of the Congres-
sional Black Cancus, to join forces?
Mengistu’'s version of the Bataan death
march.

Since seizing power, Mengistu has gone
unchallenged as heir apparent to former
Ugandan strongman Idi Amin Dada, whose
atrocities are legend.

According to both the State Department
and independent human-rights monitoring
groups, Ethiopia has one of the world’s worst
human-rights reocrds. - The authoritative

“World Human Rights Guide,” for example,

lists Ethiopia dead last in human rights com-

pliance. The Guide says life expectancy there
is now just 39 years; infant mortality stands
at 155 deaths per 1,000 live births, In 35 of the

39 categories-of freedom monitored by the

Guide, Ethiopians enjoy no rights at all.

‘Though the
Mengistu regime calls it “resettlement and
“villagization,” the government has been
conducting its own death march, Hundreds of
thousands of people have been forcibly driven
from their farms and villages and moved to |
areas where the government exercises con-

The former dictator of the controversial
resettlement program told the Press Club au-
dience that in the midst of famine, Mengistu
forced hundreds of thousands of ‘“‘poor and.

weak le” to leave their homes,

As Roth pointed out, the government even
used famine relief shelters ‘‘as bait" he said,
crammed into trucks and planes and in many

cases marched to their death.

Another famine looms large on the
horizon, international relief officials report. |
No doubt, it will make Mengistu’s grisly job

easier.
