Knox said he and Town Manager
Rick McLean have looked at the
ordinance, which was included in a
report from the Internation City
Management Assocation, and
believe it could be effective in
Mooresville.

“] think it is a darn good ordinance
and it's something we need,” Knox
said.

“It has all the major com-
ponents,” McLean said. “It might
have to be tailored to fit our com-
munity, but that’s why we have the
town attorney looking at it.”

McLean said the ordinance could
be used to provnde an outline for the
local ordinace.

“What I'm hoping is by using that
ordinance as a foundation, the town
attorney will not have to. re-invent
the wheel to come up with what the
town needs,” McLean said. .

He added that while the town
currently has guidelines pertaining
to the maintenance of private
property, the guidelines do not cover
all situations.

“In some instances, I fell like we
don't have a strong enough or-
dinance,” McLean said.. *“This type
of ordinance would take care of
those instances.’’

The ordinance, if adopted, will
create a set of guidelines for the
town to use in identifying and
dealing with unsightly or potentially
hazardous conditions on private
property inside the town.

Knox said having the ordinance on
the books will make it easier for the
town to respond to ‘‘nuisance
situations.”

I get plenty of complaints about
this type of thing and most of the
time, when we go see the people
about it, something gets done,”
Knox sajd. “But this ordinance will
give the town overall control to act
without having to wait for com-
plaints.”

Knox said the majority of the
