The Blue Ridge Parkway's
“missing link"'— the 7.5 mile section
of the 52-year-old, 470-mile pleasure
road that opened to traffic Sept. 11—
offers a new perspective for fall
foliage viewing this year.

The dozen overlooks on the new
stretch from Grandfather Mountain
to Blowing Rock provide excellent
views of the Blue Ridge as it makes
its 3,000-foot descent to the Pied-

mont.

The peak season varies by about a
week for every théusand foot change
in altitude. Visitors who come early
in the season will see mountaintops

like Grandfather, Beech and Roan -

Mountain at the height of their color,
later visitors will find the valleys
ablaze, and the mountaintops

already bare of leaves.
