Fads and product popularity come
and go, but if you want a sure thing,
hold out for Corona Extra.

The golden Mexican nectar, wh;ch
has earned fajthful followers in
more than 30 states(but, not sur-
prisingly, is not yet available in
North Carolina), will still be tingling
tastebuds and satisfying the most
demanding palates long after other
flash-in-the-keg import beers are
forgotten.

Even when America's passion for
imported beers fades and yuppies
return from their green bottle
odyssey to good-old ‘mare-can cans,
Corona will survive, It's that good
and it's that much better than other
imports. Take if from a guy who
knows.

My beer-drinking credentials are

solid. For one thing, I attended The
Umvers:ty in Chapel Hill. You cah’t
get a major in beer there yet, but
most graduates have a con-
centration in it. For another, [ have

i .learned from family members and
friends the importance of enjoying
beer, not guzzling it. Of course,
guzzling is’suitable at times and,
with many beers, it is the only
palatable method. But Corona is not
a guzzler's beer. It is made to be
sipped, tasted and savored.

If Corona was food, it would be
perfectly-cooked prime rib au jus. If
it was a car, it would be a Rolls
Royce, silver of course. Simply put,
Corona is the example of how good
beer can be.

I was introduced to Corona about
two years ago when brothers Mark
and Scott Edwards, now Piedmont
