Among the new is a coach, a
practice facility, ard a rehearsal

Among the old are primarily the
pl?’em themselves, with only one
being lost from last year's edition
via graduation.

And it's the old that's combining
with the new to help the Blue Devils
prepare themselves for the opening
of the school's fourth varsity soccer
campaign early next week.

Mooresville's booters enjoy the

luxury of becommg the school’s first -
squéd to compete in season-opening

activities, with the christening of the
1987 campaigri ¢oinciding with the
ringing of classroom bells Monday.
Just after learning who their,
teachers will be for the coming
school term, members of the soccer
team will then take their first test

Monday night by entertaining the -

visiting Spiders of non-conference
Concord on the Mooresville Stadium
facility behing Junior High.

“We're getting excited about the
season,” stated Steve Stith, going on
record for the first time as the Devil
booters’ rookie head coach, in
between practice sessions Friday.
““We've put in two hard weeks, and
we've got another one ahead of us.
Our skills are improving by the day,
and we're looking forward to getting
the season started.”

Stith, a fifth-year student at
Davidson College, played for four
years on the Wildcat soccer team.
Last year this time, he was
preparing for his final fling, during
which he helped spearhead the 'Cats
attack as its team captain.

Although now adjusting to his first
assignment as a head coach, Stith,
who comes on in replace of former
three-year head coach Scott Bruton,
boasts of 18 years playing ex-
perience. He was first attracted to
the game while a youngster growing
up in his hometown of Cincinnati,
Ohio.

“I know a lot about the game of
soccer,” admitted Stith, who has
instituted -a twice-a-day practice
routine that is also new to the host of
returning players. “I've played for
18 years, and I've had a lot of good
coaches who have taught me quite a
lot. Coach (Charlie) Slagle
(Davidson's head coach) may have
been one of my best. So far, I've
liked what I've seen as far as Yasic
skills go. There is still a lot that they
have to learn, but they're catching
on quick. I think we're going to
surprise some teams this year."

The -Devils have already had their
‘fair share of surprises during their
three weeks of pre-season workouts.

In addition to welcoming in a new
coach and coaching style as well as
adjusting to the two-a-day practice
schedule, the Devils are also en-
joying life far away from the
season's *‘other” sport that steals so
much of {all's thunder.

For the first time, the players are
no longer practicing on an old
football field. Instead, they are
going through their routines on the
Mooresville Soccer Complex, a
collection of three fields that sits just
behind South School on Magnolia
Street.

“That’s something that’s hard to
forget,” Stith said. “I'm glad I've
got this going here. It has helped
take my mind off of ita little bit.”

For now, the mind of Stith, as well
as those of the players, are centering
around the arrival of the season,
which kicks off with the. match
against incoming Concord Monday
night.

The game is tabled to get un-
derway at 7 p.m. on the stadium
field.

Concord is one of five straight non-
conference foes that will - help
prepare the Devils for their fourth
season of participation in the
Foothills Athletic Soccer Con-
ference.

Mooresville has finished third all
three previous times, and that's
something that Stith has plans of-
changing.

“We have several goals set for
ourselves this season,” revealed
Stith. ““We want to improve both
individually and in our team play,
and we'd like to get a win over
Statesville and South Iredell. From
what I can gather, Mooresville
hasn't beaten either of them, That's
-something we're going to shoot for.”

And the Devils are boosted by a
number of veteran shooters:

The. team lost only one of last
year's player via graduation, in
starter Jamie Brooks, resulting it a
host of returnees from last year's
team.

Among them is James Gallimore,
who has successfully overcome a
severe knee injury suffered while
snow skiing.
