“The main reason I wanted to
come to the United States is the
language,” Thelin, who gets a little
confused by fast-talking or long-
drawing southerners, saijd.
“Knowing English is very valuable
in many ways.”

A working knowledge of English
will be a big asset for Thelin when
she returns to the classroom in
Sweden. She has completed one year
of upper secondary school studying
engineering, but as she continues to
progress in school, English will be
used more and more.

“Knowing English will help me in
continuing my studies,” Thelin said.
“In the upper levels, some of the
lectures are in English and it will be
very helpful to understand
everything that is being said."

Thelin explained that although she
might know the words, that doesn’t
necessarily mean everythis.g will be
understood.

“There is aiways a little problem
with a different language,"” Thelin
said. *‘You can use the right words,
but you have to make sure the other
person understood exactly what you
were trying tosay."

During her year in Mooresville,
Thelin may have an opportunity to
hear many different accents.

A. To have medical insurance make
payments on your claim, you must
submit the claim within the
following time limits: For services
received between October 1, 1985,

1987; for services received between
October 1, 1887 and September 30,
1988, your claim must be submitted
by December 31, 1989. You always
have at least 15 months to submit
claims for payment to your
Medicare carrier.

Q. How much can I earn working
part time, without losing my
retirement benefits?

A. If you are under 65, you can earn
up to $6,000 without losing any
benefits in 1987. If you are under 65
through 69, you can earn up to $8,160
in 1987. If you do these limits, $1 in
benefits. will be withheld for every $2
of earnings over the limit. And, by
the way, if you expect to earn more
than the amount that applies to you,

"] - e sure to let Social Security know
= about it as soon as you can. Then

your withholdings can begin while
you still have the income from your
job.

Q. I just signed up forMedicare.
Should I cancel my prlvate health
insurance?

A. Do not cancel your private in-
surance until your Medicare
coverage begins. Social Security
suggests you get in touch with your
insurance agent to discuss how
much the two policies overlap and
what insurance protection you will
need in addition to Medicare. This is
particularly important if you have
other dependents covered under
your private insurance policy.

Carolina places on school buses.
Other states, according to Morrison,
have a 45 mph limit for school buses.

She added that in:preparation for
this year, she eliminated 16 year
olds and. concentrated on getting
drivers who were atleast17.

“l havebeen’ -working toward
getting 17 year olds ready for this
school year,” Morrison said, “‘and
now, out of nowhere, they've come
the work we've done this summer
has been with 17 year-olds-so, if the
staté does not get an exemption, I'm
not sure what we'll do.”

Getting adults interested in bus
driving duties is not easy because of
the pay scale and the limited
working hours. The pay for bus
drivers, including a recently-
approved five percent increase, is
$4.91 an hour.

“We have been trying to get more
adult drivers for years,” Morrison
said, “but we haven't been able to
get enough participants primarily
because of the pay.”

Morrison-said many adults in the
county have received the necessary
bus driving training,-but. are not
interested in driving. :

“In the county, we have well over
200 certified drivers, but a lot of
them don’t want to drive,” Morrison
said. “We have quite a few extra
adult drivers fully certified, but
getting them to drive is a totally
different situation."’

Morrison said Mecklenburg
County and other school systems
that hire only adult drivers have to
kick in local funds toraise bus driver
pay to a level more attractive to
adults.

Morrison said she expects the
state to push for the extension and
added that if the extension is denied,
she will be pushed to get new drivers
ready by Jan. 1.

“The way I understand it, the
state might not receive the ruling on
its request until November,”
Morrison said. “That means if the
exemption request is turned down, I
would have less than two months to
get ‘several classes of bus drivers
ready.

“It would really be a- bad
situation,” she added. “I'm the only
trainer in Iredell County and the
trainers from other counties would
be too busy with their new drivers to
come and help me."”

Those of us on the news side agree on a few basic points
of style and work within them. Beyond that, we write our own
stuff, read over it if we have time and turn it into type without
anyone else seeing it. The brain being what it is, once we read
an “is” as an “it" ‘we keep-doing it.

All of which is to say we really know better than to do most
of the dumb things we do. We try, we fall, we get up and keep
trying. Or, as Harvey might prefer: We try We fall. We get
up. We keep trying. By the time the press rolls over this
mishmash, I'll find oversights, undersights and assorted other
snafus great and small. But, then, it should have been in the
shop an hour ago.

Writing a clear, declarative sentence is tough enough.
This, for example, got past the writer, the galley proofs and
assorted researchers to appear some years ago in a high
school history text: ‘They worked with an ax in one hand, and
a gun in the other, and a Bible in the other.”

All of which is to say we need all the help we can get, and
we appreciate it. As careless as you may think we are, we take
small comfort in knowing we're not alone. A fine neighboring -
newspaper not long ago settled on this caption under a waist-
up, &}r‘:a “Dolly.
