Domestics’ Pay
Must Be Reported
By Employers

People who hire otl.ers to work
around the house on a regular basis
should be sure to report their ear-
nings for Social Security purposes.
Failure to do so may result in
penalties sometime in the future.

A household worker is anyone who
is paid to work around the home,
such as a maid, cook, cleaning
person, gardener, handyman, or
babysitter. A person hired to work
around a building in which the
employer does not live—an apart-
ment house rented out, for exam-
ple—is not considered a household
worker.

A household worker’s wages count
for Social Security purposes only if
an employer pays the worker $50 or
more in cash within a calendar
quarter. Employers are required to
deduct Social Security taxes from
wages paid to the employee and pay
the employer's matching share of
the Social Security tax. Within a
month after the quarter ends, em-
ployers must send the taxes and a
report of wages paid to the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS) and a wage’
report to the Social Security Ad-
ministration

IRS Form 942 (Employer's
Quarterly Tax Return for Household
Employees) may be used for this
purpose.

The employer must also give the

- worker a W-2—a wage and tax
sfatement—by January 31 after the
year inwhich the wages were paid.

Although some employers may not
report a household worker’s wages
at ‘the request of the wortker, it
should be noted that the employer,

reporting the wages. The non-
payment of Social Security taxes for
household workers may be detected
when a household worker retires and
applies for Social Security benefits,
If the worker reports that he or she

-worked for a certain employer and
there is no such information in
Social Security records, SSA will ask
the employer for information. If the
employer cannot be found and the
employee has no definite proof of
earnings, that income cannot be
used tb establish ellgibtlity or the
amount of benefits. -
