To those struggling to start a family and
hang onto their jobs at the same time, paren-
tal leave is more serious.

Bills have been working their way through
both houses of the United States Congress
that would mandate job protection for
mothers and fathers who take time off to be
with new babies.

The business community has been, predic-
tably, complaining about the costs of pro-
viding such leave even though it would be un-
paid.

Now the General Accounting Office has
released its estimate of what the Senate bill, S
249, would cost American business: no more
than $500 million a year. There is “no
justification” the GAO said, for the US
Chamber of Commerce’s estimate of $2.6
billion. (The chamber’s original estimate of
$16.2 billion melted down under sharp ques-
tioning from Sen. Christopher Dodd of Con-
necticut .chief sponsor of S 249.)

Fremont suggests bicycle riders
of all ages be seen, be predictable
and ride defensively. He advises
wearing bright-colored clothing and
a helmet. By being predictable the
author means,*‘Ride-on- the right.
