Some users of hallucinogens ex-
perience flashbacks. Flashbacks
occur when the user re-experiences
the effects of the drug without
having taken it again.

There have been instances of
individuals under the influence of a
hallucinogen dying as a result of
trying to fly or stop traffic.

There is no medical use for
hallucinogens except in research on
its effects in the treatment of
alcoholiés and terminal cancer
patients.

Hallucinogens are legally con-
trolled. Unlawful possession or
attempting to sell is punishable by a
fine and/or prison term.

Treatment for drug dependency is
available from your Tri-County
Mental Health Center.
