Alan
Brawley, the developer of the
Developers Market subdivision
off North Main Street, was seek-
ing preliminary plat approval.

The board voted to delay action
on the request until additional
details about the proposed 36-lot
development were presented.

The proposed use of septic

main reason for the decision to
put off a vote on the request.
