The brochure telling all
about benefits tobacco brings to
North Carolina was nothing more
than political lobbying to prevent
more taxes being levied on
tobacco.

Caveat emptor

So you don’t want to have a lot-
tery in North Carolina?

Me neither. But we had better
get used to the idea because it's
coming. If not this year, we’ll have
it in five years, according to Duke
University professor Phil Cook. If
you want to bet on it, he will give
you three to one odds.

Dr. Cook is an expert on the
economics of state lotteries. He
thinks that it is important that
North Carolinians know what they
are getting into. And, he says, if we
are going to have a lottery, let’s
make it as good as it can be.

But why is the lottery in North
Carolina inevitable? Dr. Cook
points to the Virginia lottery and
recent action in Georgia that per-
mits a lottery there. It is sweeping
the South, and there is nothing to
indicate that North Carolina will
buck the trend.

Polls show that 70 percent of us
want a lottery. We need the extra
money to fight a budget deficit
and keep from paying more taxes.
Then, there is the Virginia
problem. Everybody in North
Carolina thinks that billions of
North Carolina dollars are being
poured into the Virginia lottery.
(Actually, only about $20 million
from North Carolina go to Vir-
ginia’s lottery, and we could get
much of it back if we just levied a
50 percent tax on lottery winnings.

What are the facts about this lot-
tery that we are going to have, like
it or not? For instance, how much
money will we raise? Dr. Cook es-
timates that North Carolina will
net about $115 million, which is
about equal to the amount the
could be raised with a one cent
additional sales tax.

Who will play? Not just poor

" people. In other states, more than
half the adults play. They average
about $20 a month. But there are a
small percentage of people who
play big and account for most of

"fl‘h'i"s‘: would be a painless tax,
though smokers would pay the

freight somewhere down the line.
It would send a message to tobac-
co companies that their all-but-
free ride is over, and the tax might
discourage the tobacco companies
from encouraging kids to smoke.

If the legislature would look for
revenue-raising light and quit
being super-sensitive to tobacco
lobbyists’ heat, it could go a long
way toward solving the fiscal
problems of education in this
state. All this hoopla about tobac-
co companies picking up and leav-
ing North Carolina if their taxes
go up is scare talk.

I also understand representa-
tives' dilemma in constantly
trying to solve the money problem
that always has been and always
will be with us. There never is
enough of it.

We all know education costs
money, and we all know money is
not the total answer. What is real-
ly required is a caring and active
family and faculty. Micro-
management by the legislature
has been a fiasco.

I hope the legislature will do
the smart thing for a change. Its
members ought to investigate
some of the innovative things
being done in neighboring Ten-
nessee and Kentucky to improve
the state of education in their
states. Maybe then the legislature
will drop its plans to penalize
school systems like Mooresville’s
where parents care enough to pay
more for their kids to get a good
education.

the lottery action. The heavy
players average about $100 a
month —and lots of them are poor.

Lotteries are a poor bet. Only 50
cents of every dollar is paid out in
prizes. (In Las Vegas, some slot
machines pay out more than 85
cents for every dollar played.) The
state will pay about 15 cents for
administration and advertising,
leaving about 35 cents of each dol-
lar played to go into the states
general fund.

The state will want to run the
lottery like a business. That is
both good and bad. One bad thing
is that the people who run the lot-
tery will try to make as much
money as possible—by persuad-
ing as many people as they can to
play. The ads used in other states
to encourage people to play the
lottery, says Dr. Cook, border on
the misleading.

And there will have to be new
games each year to keep us inter-
ested in playing. Some states are
even using television game show
formats and sports events. Before
it is over we will be gambling on
everything.

The motto of the state lotteries
could be, “It is morally wrong to
let the suckers keep their money.”

If lotteries are so bad, how can
we make North Carolina’s lottery
better?

Dr. Cook says the best way is to
prohibit all the hype and adver-
tisiting. He suggests that we set up
the lottery like the ABC stores.
Make the games available for
those who really want to play, but
keep the great state of North
Carolina out of the business of
persuading people to play.

“Lotteries in a brown bag,” Dr.
Cook calls his idea. If we've got to
have a lottery, I agree with him.
Let’s keep it in the brown bag.
