Recycling Soon To Become Easier
For Iredell County Residents

In Mooresville, a town with no
city-wide recycling program,
many residents would like to
recycle, but do not.

Better to throw it away, than
throw away time and money driv-
ing to another town to an es-
tablished recycling company.

But, recycling and waste dis-
posal is becoming a growing
statewide concern.

In 1989, the N.C. General As-
sembly passed a law that set a
statewide recyeling goal. By July,
1993, N.C. legislators hope to
recycle 25 percent of the “waste
stream,” the amount of garbage
buried in county landfills.

Iredell County manager Joel
Mashburn calls that goal
“unrealistic.”

Few counties in the state have
the resources to begin a recycling
program large enough to meet the

25 percent recycling goal by 1893,
Mashburn said.

County planners are working
on a long-range recycling plan,
Mashburn said, that uses a system
of incentives to encourage
recycling.

But, to meet the short-term
need, the county will begin offer-
ing “drop sites” at both county
transfer stations in Mooresville
and Harmony and at the county’s
landfill in Statesville, Mashburn
said.

The county’s drop sites will ac-
cept brown, green and clear glass
bottles and jars, newsprint,
aluminum cans and plastic soft
drink bottles and milk jugs.

The county has contracted with
Iredell County Recycling Center,
Inc. of Statesville to provide the
service.

But, the “drop site” program is
not set to begin until mid-July.
And, it will not begin to approach
the 25 percent recycling goal.

“Drop-off sites are good for
people who motivated,” Mash-
burn said. “But, we need incen-
tives to encourage large-scale
recycling.”

There are other problems that
make the drop-site plan a short-
term solution, Mashburn said.
Often, non-recyclable waste is
dumped into bins for recyclable
waste.

Recently, a bin for recyclable
waste was moved into the parking
area at Mooresville Marketplace
at the intersection of N.C. 150 and
McLelland Avenue.

The bin, a project of Wal-Mart
and BFI Waste Systems, had to be
emptied just days after it was
parked at the store, said Dewain

' Bradley, Wal-Mart manager.

Three weeks later, it has been
dumped four times, and it is full
again, overflowing into the park-
ing area.

According to Janice Turnbull,

the store’s .assistant manager,

many people have dumped non-
recyclable garbage in the bins.
““It seems that some people are
using it-for a-dumping site be-
cause things are showing up in
there that aren’t recy_clal‘)lé like

seems silly to dump garbage in
our bin, when there is adump just
a half mile down the road.”

Turnbull said the store was
planning to continue the service.

But, Turnbull did not know how
BFI, the company responsible for
disposing of the recyclable waste
collected, would react to finding
non-recyclable garbage in the
bins.

Each of the county’s drop sites
will be monitored, to prevent
“gontamination” of the recycling
load with non-recyclable waste,
which is hampering Wal-Mart’s
efforts, Mashburn said.

“Once a load is contaminated
with non-recyclable waste, you
can’t sell it,” Mashburn said.

Current Recycling Oppor-
tunities:

—The Mooresville Fire Depart-
ment maintains a drop site for
recyclable aluminum behind
Mooresville’'s Town Hall.
Proceeds from the project benefit
burn victims in Mooresville and
North Carolina.

—Wal-Mart maintains two bins
for newsprint, one bin for
aluminum beverage cans and one
bin for plastic soft drink bottles
and milk jugs. No other materials
will be accepted. Proceeds will
be donated to charity.
