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A South Iredell High School
student, Randy Wayne Miller, is
charged with attempted second-
degree rape of a middle school
student on a school bus the after-
noon of June 6,

Miller, 16, of Statesville, was ar-
rested and charged June 7 by the
Iredell County Sheriff's Depart-
ment. He is free under $2,500
bond, pending a hearing.

Investigators said the victim
was held by four boys while
another tried to sexually assauit
her.

A sheriff's spokesman, Felton
Brown, said the department will
petition Iredell County District
Court to file sexual-assault char-
ges against four juvenile boys, all
middle school students.

Brown said Mike Hurlocker
was driving the bus in which the
assault allegedly took place near
the last stop on his route. Accord-
ing to the investigation, four of
the youths held the victim and
ripped off parts of her clothing.
The fifth suspect tried to sexually
assault her.

The victim yelled, kicked and
tried to push her attackers away,
Brown said. Hurlocker told inves-
tigators he didn't know about the
attack until a parent of one of the
boys called him the night of the
attack.

“The bus driver told me that
ever since the school bus-truck
wreck south of Cornelius last
month, he keeps his eyes glued to
the road,” Brown stated.

The driver said shouts and
other loud noises on the bus are
not unusual..

Brown said that some of the vic-
tim’s clothing was thrown from
the bus. A student asked the
driver to stop the bus. When he
did the student retrieved the
girl’s clothing and got back on the
bus. Hurlocker said he continued
driving.

All the students got off the bus
at the last stop.

The girl’s mother contacted the
sheriff's department late
