Touching All The Bases: What a time for a break!

No, not really, as least as far as Mooresville’s American
Legion baseball Moors are concerned. . .

After jumping off to a rocky start to this the season after
“the season,” Post 86 showed signs of righting ship during a
two-game homestand the middle and latter parts of last
week. Just before taking a breath in order to allow members
of its team to revel in over-the-weekend high school gradua-
tion ceremonies, Mooresville gloved itself a pair of
Southern Division of Area III triumphs to push its record
above the .500 mark in that category.
