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Flags are fascinating
phenomena, They take on sym-
boliec meanings that give them a
life of their own., Like those
diagonally split flags we learned
to wave to send coded messages
in Boy Scouts, flags are designed
to carry messages. Some mes-
sages which appear benign to
some readers may appear bel-
ligerent to others.

Locally, controversy about ap-
propriate treatment of the
American flag has died down
here. There was an initial flurry
of debate when the courts took
one side and President Bush
another, but it passed on and
peace returned.

A flag controversy which has
lasted longer centers not on the
American flag but on the Con-
federate flag. A continuing
debate in South Carolina centers
on the flying of the Confederate
flag over the state capitol
building.

Additionally, a local high
school drew national media at-
tention when students boycotted
classes after being prohibited
from displaying the Confederate
flag on coats and T-shirts. This
conflict was resolved by the
school’s removing the flag as its
official institutional symbol
while permitting the students to
exercise individual freedom of
expression of wearing what they
wish on their clothing so long as
the clothing or symbols are not
obscene.

Opponents of flying the flag
over the capitol argue that it gives
offense to blacks by reminding
whites and blacks of an era of
human bondage and by having
been preempted in more recent
times as a symbol for racist

groups. Proponents of flying the
flag argue that it represents an
important chapter in the state’s
history and that the flag honors
those who served, were maimed,
and died in an important conflict,
