Marijuana
Watch Finds
Pot Patch

“Operation: Marijuana Watch”,
a marijuana eradication program
initiated by Lt. Gov. Jim Gardner,
has recorded its first marijuana
find for the 1991 growing season.
Twenty-two plants valued at
$52,800 were found growing on
state-owned property located be-
side Interstate 95 in Johnston
County. The plot was reported by
an ecmployec of the Department of
Transporation, who called the
Marijuana Watch Hotline (1-800-
POT WATCH).

“This find demonstrates how
citizens and law enforcement
working together can help com-
bat North Carolina’'s drug
problem,” said Gardner. *“‘Opera-
tion: Marijuana Wateh’ is one of
the best ways to get these folks
working together. It works.”

“Operation: Marijuana Watch”
was begun in 1989, when the first
property owner signed up for the
program. Since then, more than
two million acres have been
added to the program. Lan-
downers are provided with yel-
low “Marijuana Watch” signs to
post on their property, and are
trained by the Crime Prevention
Division on how to recognize
mariguana.

“I am proud that my depart-
ment can play a role insuch anin-
novative and effective project,”
said Joe Dean, secretary of Crime
Control and Public Safety. “The
fact that citizens are calling the
hotline shows that people do
want to help rid this state of il-
legal drugs.”

“I know this is just the begin-
ning of a succesful year for
Marijuana Watch,” added
Gardner. “I expect more and
more calls as the year continues.”

vss a chance to win. A lottery
referendum ‘has passed the
Senate and will be coming to the
House where it will probably
pass.

At this point, I do not plan to
support the lottery.

The financial information com-
ing in from other areas has not
been the rosy picture folks would
have us believe. In fact, after an
extensive ad campaign in
Florida, they are expecting a 3
percent decline in lottery
revenues for next year. Based on
Florida's experience, if North
Carolina has a lottery it will have
to have more pizzazz than Vir-
ginia;s or North Carolina will
simply find itself still competing
with Virginia for a lottery. In
which case, North Carolina will
have to have tremendous prizes
or a better ad campaign to keep
lottery money from going to
Viriginia.

One other question that should
be raised and considercd while
the lottery is being dicussed: Why
not simply legalize gambling in
North Carolina? If you have horse
racing, at least you have an in-
dustry that produces jobs, in-
creases real! estate values, and
gives some people the oppor-
tunity to earn a better living.
Legalized gambling would also
permit higher prizes in bingo
games. Currently under North
Carolina law, it is okay to play
bingo as long as the prizc does not
exceed a certain dollar figure (I
beleive it is either $500 or $2500),
but if you go above that it is il-
legal because it is gambling.

It sounds a little like being a lit-
tle bit pregnant, doesn’t it?

Another issue that involves
several bills that have come
through the General Assembly
this year is a free ride or free bite
when someone has had accidents
or speeding tickets. I believe all
of us would argue that we should
not be put into the automobile
reinsurance facility just because
we have had a speeding ticket or
accident.

But, the facts prove that as a
population group, people with
one or two points cost $1.30 for
every $1 they pay in premiums.
This is a $1.30 above the higher
rates they are paying in the rein-
surance facility. If we take those
people with orie‘'or twd points'out
of the facility it raises those
people who have no points, acci-

dents, or speeding tickets rates.

There are in the General As-
sembly there that would require
additional benefits under health
insurance. Most health plans cur-
rently do not cover routine physi-
cals but cover most other neces-
sary medical attention. One ex-
ample is a mammogram or pap
smear would not be covered as
part of a routine physical but if
something were discovered and
medical attention was required,
then it would be covered.

There is a bill working its way
through the General Assembly
which requires all mammograms
and pap smears to be covered.
The projection is this will in-
crease the cost of health care in-
surance by a very small amount.
