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Local Center Provides Valuable
‘Head Start’ For Area Children

Mooresville’s Head Start
Center is up and running.

The local facility, made pos-
sible through the combined ef-
forts of I CARE, Faith United
Methodist Church in Mooresville
and many caring individuals, is
serving 20 pre-schoolers with ex-
pectations of doubling that num-
ber by next fall.

Head Start provides education-
al experiences for children who,
because of family or financial
situations, may otherwise not
have the opportunity for any type
of pre-school training. In addi-
tion, basic medical and
psychological care are provided
if needed.

The goal of the program is to
give underprivileged children
the “head start” they need to be
on solid footing when they reach
school age. Past studies have in-
dicated that without the training
and experiences provided by
Head Start and other similar
programs, many of the “at risk”
children fall behind in the early
school years and never catch up.

Last year, I CARE approached

the Mooresville Town Board
about helping it obtain space to
operate a local Head Start center.
The town and the recreation
department volunteered part-
time use of the West End Recrea-
tional Center, but Head Start
regulators said the facility did
not meet specifications.
When the ideal appeared
stalled, Faith United Methodist
Churech, at 430 Patterson Avenue,
stepped in. The church gave Head
Start permission to use part ofthe
church space for the center and,
last month, Head Start began
operating in Mooresville.
