5) The bilge pump discharge
should be protected backsiphon-
ing. If an unprotected pump dis-
charge is submerged, water will
flow into the discharge and
through the pump, flooding the
boat.

6) If your boat is equipped with
a shore-side freshwater hookup, a
pressure regulator should be in-
stalled where the water enters
the boat. Some on-board water

Water left turned on at the
dock can sink an unattended boat
if a hose bursts or slips off a
fitting.

8) If you boat should ever sink
at the dock, notify your insurance
company immediately and dis-
connect shore and battery electri-
cal power, if it can be done safely.
