Mitchell Community College’s
Mooresville Extension Center is
shrinking, and Dr. Douglas Eason,
Mitchell College’s president,
wants money from the county to
make it grow.

The Iredell County Board of
Commissioners is considering a
request by the MCC Board of
Diregtors for $526,760 to finance
immediateimprovements to the
Mooresville center.

Those improvements include
$37,000 to purchase land for park-

-ing; $70,000 to pave the land;

$23,760 in architect’s fees; and
$396,000 for a 7,200 square foot

classroom and laboratory
building.
Mitchell officials requested

$350,000 in renovation funds for
the Mooresville center, but, ac-
tual estimates would raise the
needed amount to more than
$500,000, Eason said.

Projected growth studies show
that Mooresville will contiue to
grow rapidly, and, Eason said, the
extension center will need to ex-
pand to serve increased demand
for education.

“My objective is to serve a
need, any where in the county
that we have a need,” Eason said
this morning.

Eason said he felt the county
commissioners were committed
to Mitchell's expansion.

But, he said, because money is
scarce at the federal, state and
local government levels, this year
may not be the year the Moores-
ville center begins W expand.

Meanwhile, the Mooresville
center will begin an aggressive
public relations campaign, to in-
crease use of the center.

A recent study by a community
college consultant found that the
Mooresville center, which has
been open for 10 yecars, suffers
from a lack of community
visability. Many people do not
know that the Mooresville center,
219 N. Academy St., exists.

Center director Mike Tucker
has beeen working with the state
Department of Transportation to
negotiate signs at ncarby inter-
state exits, pointing the way to the
center.

The public relations campaign
also will imclude billboards,
radio announcements and a mass
mailing.

Care Grant

Mitchell Community College in
Statesville has received a $38,525
state grant to pay child care ex-

penses for more than 15 students.

Mitchell’s financial aid officers

’ said they hope to serve 15 full-
