You may recall last year, several boating accidents took
place after the fireworks show. This makes sense, seeing as
how, once it’s over, it’s pitch-dark then. Just a little waver in
the decision-making process is all it takes for the wrong
move to be made.

For the sake of yourself, and others, please, take it free
and easy this Fourth.

Camping Under An Infield Fly: I see by reports that
movers and shakers are finally thinking about renewing the
in-state football rivalry between N.C. State University and

East Carolina. Well, it’s about time.

The neighborhood fued was terminated following a
rowdy victory celebration by ECU students at the end of the
1987 meeting between the Wolfpack and Pirates. The two

teams haven’t met on the gridiron since.

And with good reason. While a victory celebration was

worthwhile, the manner in which it was conducted was not.

In the proceedings, a security guard caught in the rush suf-

. fered a serious injury. Many others were also hurt, and

damage was done to the footbali field. It was a case of too
much, too quick for the eleated ECU faithful.

When the decision was initially made to cancel the
series, it was met with open arms. At the time, the two
needed time to soothe ill feelings towards one another. But
the time has come for the rivalry to be renewed. It looks at
though that may be the case soon.

Hopefully, other schools in the state will take notice.
College football has become big business. Often, in the shuf-
fle, fans of teams pay the price. Admittedly, ECU’s status as
an independent in football hurts its drawing power. But its
status as a traditional football power should be enough to
keep the Pirates on the schedule of several larger North
Carolina schools.

Die-hard fans of State, North Carolina, Wake Forest and
Duke argue that those four provide enough in-state com-
petition, not to mention the fact that games between them

. count in the conference standings. And now, with the addi-

tion of Florida State, the ACC increases its membership to
nine teams, automatically giving each school eight league
games, once the Seminoles are worked into. all teams'
schedules. .
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state’s larger schools are dodging in-state programs like the
one at ECU due to the fear factor — afraid that one of the
smaller schools might secure a victory. There was a time,
not too long ago, according to this one-time ECU student,
when the Pirates played each of the Big Four on a regular
basis. This was about the time when East Carolina fared
well against all but Florida teams.

ECU may not have the program it had back thgn. But it’s
still a worthy opponent. And many fans would rather their
team lose an opponent from another time zone and gain one
natural rival. If the ECU-N.C. State fued can be refueled, it
could start a welcome trend.

Pivoting On A Double Play: Add this to a list of sports-
related attractions Mooresville should feature: An invita-
tional American Legion baeball tournament.

I saw by the paper where Mocksville-Davie, this
summer’s regular-season champion of the Southern District
of Area III — dethroning our Moors in the process — found
the time during a recent weekend to serve as the host for a
round-robin affair featuring teams from several states. It
served to provide the Mocksville team with a taste of the
kind of competition it could meet later down the Legion
postseason road.

From all accounts, it was a modest success, made even
more so by the fact that the home team captured its intitial
crown. Wouldn’t it be great if Mooresville could host a
similar attraction?

- Oh, sure, in just over a month’s time, Post 66 fills its slate
with a schedule of right around 20 games, more if you count
the playoffs. So there might be some who say the team needs
no more. Baloney. Crafty veteran mentor Whitey Meadows
has said more than once that you always get more out of
playing than practicing.

I honestly feel a tournament of this nature would go over
well in these parts. We see our Moors play teams in their
division twice each during regular play, and more come the
playoffs. Perhaps we get our fill of each. We’d like to see dif-
ferent teams, from time to time. This type of an attraction
would meet those needs.

Just a thought. .

Driving Through The Fairway: One of what should be a
most unneccesary rule in local golf tournaments is what
most of these same tournaments make it a point to include.
So go figure.

Area tournament organizers usually make their players
aware of a standing sandbagging rule. It is there in an at-
tempt to thwart efforts at winning in a backhanded way. The
game of golf itself is such that there should be no such need,
but yet, invariably, it’s always there.

Under the sandbagging rule, teams are limited by the
number of strokes they can improve their score from the
first day of play to the second. Ideally, you want the players
to go out and shoot their best possible score every time. Un-
fortunately, this doesn’t always happen.

Few teams get snared by the sandbagging nets, probably
because they know it’s there. So that’s why one of the most
unneccesary of local golf tournament rules is always neces-
sary. Go figure.
