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Cause for alarm

Vanloads of Maoresville
classroom teachers drove to
Raleigh after school Monday to
be among some 700 whq milled
about the legislative building
and otherwise made their
presence known to legislators.
They got home after 1 a.m. and
were in their classrooms by 8
a.m., rested, alert and ready to
give their kids 100 percent.
While education happened
without interruption, more
Mooresville educators joined
more educators in Raleigh
today.

To what end, pray?

Mooresville Supt. Sam Hous-
ton was asked during a Monday
morning community meeting
with Rep. Robert Brawley what
position the N.C. Association of
Educators (a classroom
teachers’ union) is taking in the
N.C. Senate’s move to withhold
administrative funds from
school systems in multi-system
counties.

Houston said the NCAE has
one item, and one item only, on
its legislative agenda: teacher
salaries. Brawley added:
“generally, the NCAE supports
spending and taxing. When
legislators see them coming we
assume they’re after higher
taxes.”

So what are teachers doing in
this fight?

_ One answer: to confuse the
issue.

As if it weren't opaque
enough.

Fact: public school teachers
would like to make more
money.

Fact: the front line of educa-
tion is the classroom. If it
doesn’t happen there it doesn’t
happen anywhere.

Fact: no politician in his right
mind (not alwdys an oxymoron)
is about to do anything that
poses a threat to the essential
teacher-student relationship.

Fact: administrators ad-

create reasons for other ad-
ministrators to be. Which is to
say something on the order of 80
percent of administrators are to
function what teats are to bulls.

So, do'not send teachers to
know for whom administrators
in North Carolina public educa-
tion are concerned. They are
concerned about themselves —
rebels without a cause beyond
preventing confirmation of
their worst fear: peel away a
few layers of administrators
and invigorate the whole educa-
tional process. So, in despera-
tion, they are using teachers to
cloak themselves in save-the-
children armor.

Most concerned are ad-
ministrators in Mooresville's
schools and those of 33 other
school systems in counties with
more than one school system.
Others readily join the chorus
of concern, reasoning, rightly
enough, there but for the grace
of contract and/or transplanted
tenure go 1.

These administrators view
with justifiable alarm the N.C.
Senate’s definition of ad-
ministrative efficiency in
publi¢ education. To them, the
concept is self-contradictory.
(Mooresville's administration
says it is the very model of every
conceivable category of ef-
ficiency; the U.S. Department of
Education’s 1080 N.C. Public
Schools Statistical Profile says
Mooresville inefficiency — as

measured by administrator-to- " -

student ratio —:is thi r
