It
favors the free-market model for
schools already popular withic
the administration.

The secretary also wants to set
up a grant program to fund a num-
ber of innovative public schools
across the country. These schools
would function outside the tradi-
tional school-district
bureaucracy.

In the past, Republicans had
trouble getting strong candidates
for these offices.
