You are right: some eggs will be
broken before this omelet can be
made. And, yes, you have every
right to know whose eggs as quick-
ly as DOT knows. Demand that
right. But setting up and knocking
down boogeymen at every real
and imagined turn in the beltway
at this juncture is little more than
a ready-fire-aim exercise in
frustration.

There’ll be time enough for
counting when the dealing’s done.

A look at the other Miami

One on One

“Will the last person to leave
Miami please turn off the lights?”

Do you remember that bumper
sticker from several years ago?

The question seemed so cruelly
funny back then when we con-
nected Miami only with crime,
drugs, ugly race and ethnic con-
frontation, a decaying and dirty
beach—and a place where
English was, at best, the second
language.

It all comes back to mind when
we read a story about someone in
asmall North Carolina town being
killed by “four gunmen from
Miami.” The battle for North
Carolina turf among drug dealers
reminds us the Miami isn’t that far
from us—just a few miles down
1-95.

All these impressions mask the
reality of a vibrant, growing, rich
city asserting itself more and
more confidently as the connect-
ing link between the United
States and Latin America.

Miami’s great restaurants and
tourist attractions did not

surprise me last month when I
made a short visit to the city. Nor
did the Spanish language signs,
newspapers, radio stations, and
conversations all around.

But there was some excitement
that I did not expect to find in
Miami.

First, the business side of
things. Miami is the Wall Street of
the Caribbean and Latin America.
The large bi-lingual population
makes it one of the best places in
the United States for an interna-
tional business to establish its
headquarters. Brand-new
skyscrapers fill up Miami’s
downtown with offices of banks
and related enterprises taking ad-
vantage of the growing commer-
cial and financial opportunities.

Next, the intellectual aspects.
Miami’s multi-cultural community
provides a living laboratory for in-
terested scholars. One of them,
Lisandro Perez, really wowed me.
"Professor Perez was born in Cuba.
He now chairs the department of
anthropology and directs the
Cuba research project at Florida
International University.

Dr. Perez helped me under-

stand more about the blessings
and the problem of the mass
Cuban migration to Miami over
the past 35 years. More than
700,000 former Cubans live in
Miami. The city is about 50 per-
cent Hispanic (and 20 percent
black and 30 percent non-
Hispanic/non-black).

Fifty-six percent of all Cuban
Americans live in Miami, making
it, except for Havana, the largest
Cuban city in the world.

Perez points out that outsiders
sometimes don’t understand what
special people these Cubans are.
As refugees from Castro’s com-
munist Cuba, they tend to be en-
thusiastic entrepreneurs. They
work hard to own businesses and
fight to succeed. Their efforts
stimulate economic growth in the
community—and make for a lot of
wealthy Cuban-Americans. If
anybody has a notion that
Hispanics are lazy or unfocused,
let them visit Miami and see the
Cubans.

Castro also defines the politics
of many Cuban-Americans. They
hate him. And they hate com-
munism and anything that sounds
like it. The Cuban-American com-
munity resists every suggestion of
any social, cultural, economic, or
political connections with
Castro’s Cuba. That makes is
tough for Professor Perez. He ar-
gues that his university research
programs should leave open the
possiblity that limited connec-
tions with Cuba may hasten a
change in government.

There is little doubt that a
change in government in Cuba
will come someday. And when it
does, watch for another boom time
in Miami. It will become the fun-
nel through which American
money and expertise flow to
reconstruct the Cuban economy
and take advantage of the tremen-
dous markets that will open up.

Wwill the Cuban-Americans then
return “home” to Cuba? Don't bet
on it. It’s too nice for them in
Miami. So we can forget about that
bumper sticker’s cruel question.
The lights in Miami are going to
keep glowing for a long time.

Let me explain where the bill
came from and what it does. ..

A tremendous amount of growth'is .
taking place in and around Mooresyille
and throughout South Iredell. This
growth creates a need for planning and
preparation for water and sewer ser-
vices, highways and controls over the
types of industrial and commercial
growth that takes place.

Development around the N.C. .150-

Interstate 77 intersection already indi-
cates a need for planning. Another area
that needs land-use planning is the in-
dustrial park. Both areas asked to be an-
nexed by Mooresville, and the town used
its satellite-annexation authority to do
SO.
" Last year, there was a iremendous
uproar when county zoning was es-
tablished. It permitted a very broad
range of industrial development. If the
industrial park is brought into
municipal zoning, tighter control over
permitted industries would be imposed.
This should help alleviate some of the
concerns the surrounding community
has about potential new industries.

It is standard across North Carolina
for municipalities to have one-mile
zoning perimeters around them. In some
instances, this perimeter has been ex-
tended to two miles.

Rather than extend the Mooresville
zoning perimeter from one miles to two
miles, it appears the real need for
municipal zoning authority is around
the two particular growth areas — the
N.C. 150-1-77 interchange and the in-
dustrial park. House Bill 782 does just
that. It would give Mooresville zoning
authority in a one-mile perimeter
around the satellite annexation.

The bill does not extend — or make it
easier for the town to extend — its
limits. It does not change any town
limits or laws that affect where, when or
how the town limits are changed.

The bill simply puts a one-mile
perimeter around parts of the town that
are separated from the main body of the
town.
