" Last ‘week,’\Duke -Power Co:
filed ' an ‘application with the
North Carolina. Utilities Commis-
sion to increase electric revenues
by $223 million, or 8.2 percent.

Approximately 65 percent of
the request covers costs as-
sociated with the recently con-
structed Bad Creek Hydroelectric
Station.

“Bad Creek will help us meet
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one'of our customers’ most criti-
cal needs for the next decade —
that of electricity during*péak’ or
high usage periods, Willlam H.
Grigg, executive vice president of
Duke’s customer group, said., “As
the newest addition to the Duke
generation team, Bad Creek will
help us bring to the Carolinas the
reliable, secure supply of
electricity so vital in supporting
and encouraging a healthy
economy.”

The remainder of the request
includes operating and main-
tenance cost increases that have
occurred since 1988, increased
financial costs, costs of demand-
side programs (such as load con-
trol and heat pumps) and costs as-
sociated with recent major
storms within the Duke Power
service area,

While the overall request is for
a 9.2 percent increase, it includes
revenue increases of 8.99 percent
for our industrial customers, 8.43
percent for general service cus-
tomers, 9.88 percent for residen-
tial customers and 4.86 percent
for individual and municipal
lighting customers.

According to Grigg, the dil-
ference between and within
various customer groups is in-
tended to restore cost of service
equipty.
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“We are continuing to work'to,
make sure that our rates- ac-
curately reflect the real’costs of
providing electricity to the dif-
ferent groups we.serve,” Grigg
said. S .

Based on the rate application,
if the full amount of the re-
quested intrease is granted, the
bill of a typical residential cus-
tomer using 1,000 kilowatt-hours
a month would increase from
$75.39 to $83.53, excluding sales
tax.

Individual customer bills will
vary from that example, based on
the specific rate schedule by
which they are billed, the amount
of kilowatt-hours used and recent
fuel adjustments.

“This is the company’s first
general increase request since
1986,” Grigg said. “While the Con-
sumer Price Index has risen some
24 percent since 1885, a combina-
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tion: of cost.cutting measires
made by the company; changes in
federal tax laws and lower el
costs* has led to a cumulafive
decrease of almost 7 percen| in
the price our residential (us-
tomers pay for electricity.

“We are especially pleased that
Bad Creek has been compleied
ahead of schedule and unfer
budget,” Grigg continued. “Inthe
Duke Power tradition, Bad Crtek
was designed and built by Dike
Power employees. Their dedta-
tion and hard work have resulied
in a quality project and st
savings for the company and but
customers.”

A decision from the commis-
sion regarding the rate requeg is
expected in mid-November. Qus-
tomers’ bills will not be affeqed
by the rate request until that
time.
