Regional Medi-
cal Center’s new surgical services
center Is now — excuse the pun

— in operation.

Dedijcation ceremonies for the
fourth-floor surgical sulte were
held May 9 with town and county
officials joining LNRMC  staff
members and representatives of
Health Management Associates
— the hospital’s parent company
— in celebrating the completion
of the hospital addition.

The suite, completed in a four-
month span at an approximate
cost of $1 million, includes three
surgical rooms, a six-bed
recovery room, storage space, of-
fices and a lounge/locker area for
physicians.

The 4,700-square-foot suite
doubles LNRMC’s surgical ser-
vices space.

Two of the surgical rooms are
being fully equipped for im-
mediate use. The other surgical
room will be equipped in the
coming months.

At Thursday's dedication,
guests and staff physicians
praised the new suite as a vital
addition to the community’s
medical care capabilities.

Alan Mayhew, a Mooresville
resident and chairman of the
LNRMC board of directors,
described the suite as a ‘“‘great
need for the communily” and
credited the medical staff for
pushing for the addition.

“We asked them what the
hospital needed,” Mayhew said of
the staff physicians, “and to their
credit, they spoke up and told us.
Now we have a major addition to
the quality health care available
in Mooresville."”

And the doctors are impressed.
Dr. Scott Sherrill, chief of surgery
at LNRMC, said the addition
demonstrates a commitment to
providing the best health care
possible.

“This is a state-of-the-art
facility,” Sherrill said. “It is as
up-lo-date as any operating room
anywhere.”

Tony Barber, LNRMC’s execu-
tive administrator, served as the
master of ceremonies for the
dedication service and, in addi-
