About 62 percent of the
reported foreign holdings actually
is land owned by U.S. firms.
However, the law requires firms
to register their landholdings as
foreign if as little as 10 percent of
their common stock is held by
foreign investors. The remaining
38 percent of foreign-held land is
owned by investors not affiliated
with U.S. firms.

Because of corporate holdings,
an increase in foreign ownership
from one year to another does not
necessarily represent land newly
acquired by foreigners. Nor do the
numbers necessarily represent

ownership exclusively by
foreigners.

A US. firm’s landholdings can
show up as “foreign owned” one
year, but not another, as the firm’s
stock passes in and out of foreign
hands. The land, however, is still
owned by the same entity as
before.

These and other finds are based

Investors (including in-
dividuals, corporations, partner-
ships) from Canada, the United
Kingdom, West German, France,
the Netherlands Antilles and
Switzerland own 70 percent of the
foreign total.

e The largest foreign-owned
acreage, mostly timberland, was
reported in Maine. Foreign hold-
ings account for 17 percent of
Maine’s privately-owned agricul-
tural land.

+ Outside of Maine, foreign
holdings are concentrated in the
South (32 percent) and West (33
percent). Rhode Island is the only
state with no reported foreign-
owned agricultural land.

Don’t underestimate Myrick

One on One

Deja vu all over again? I am
hearing that same old question:
“Who is this Sue Myrick?”

Four years ago Charlotte Mayor
Harvey Gantt made one of his
worse political mistakes. He un-
derestimated his reelection op-
ponent—Sue Myrick.

It was an understandable mis-
take. Gantt was a high profile
mayor —confident, energetic, ac-
tive and still popular after two
terms as mayor. Mrs. Myrick was
hardly known. She was not an in-
sider in the Charlotte business or
political family. She won the
Republican nomination because
none of the “‘regular’’
Republicans thought they could
beat Mayor Gantt.

Back then people were laughing
about Sue Myrick running for
mayor of Charlotte. And today
other people are laughing about
her running for the United States
Senate.

Are you are laughing too? Or
are you are just wondering who is
this woman who thinks she can
beat Lauch Faircloth in the
Republican primary and Terry
Sanford in the senate election
next year? If you are one of those
folks, I have just a word of caution:
“Don’t underestimate Sue
Myrick.”

Folks in Charlotte still talk
about the Myrick campaign
against Gantt. How did she beat
him —and become Charlotte’s first
woman mayor? You’ll get lots of

answers: “Gantt didn’t take her
seriously . soon - enough.” “There

was a light turnout.” “Gantt had
takén some strong positions that
were unpopular with some impor-
tant voter groups.”
.- All those reasons may be true.
-But I think she won the election
mostly: for two reasons. One, she
-has’a great sense of what people
worry. about. Two, she ran a very

knowing what worries people.
Mrs. Myrick has it. She and her
husband are in the advertising
business—and they know how to
get down into people’s hearts and
souls through the media.

For instance, Mrs. Myrick knew
that people in Charlotte hated the
traffic jams that clog Charlotte
every rush hour. And she knew
better than most others just how
deep that hatred was. This is
where her advertising back-
ground helped. She didn’t just
prepare position papers and give
speeches about roads. She got out
on the roads in traffic to make her
point that she cared—and that
Mayor Gantt didn’t care enough.

She developed a group of radio
spots about being stuck in traffic.
Guess when those ads ran. Right,
at rush hour, when people stuck in
traffic would hear them on their
car radios. She led those poor
people to believe that the roads
would get a lot better if Myrick
were mayor.

Second, she ran a tough and ag-
gressive campaign. She Myrick
ran just as rough a campaign
against Gantt as Jesse Helms did
in the U.S. Senate race last year. If
you wondered why Gantt stood up
so well against the negative adver-
tising in last year’s senate race,
nere is the answer. The Myrick
campaign had given him plenty of
practice.

So if Lauch Faircloth and Sue
Myrick are in the Republican
senate primary together, I have
just one piece of advice for Lauch:
“Don’t underestimate Sue Myrick.
And watch out.”

I'd say the same thing to Terry
Sanford.

And, if for some reason Senator
Sanford doesn’t run, and Harvey
Gantt runs in his place, I'd say the
same thing to Gantt. B
