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Normal Routine Slowly Returns
After Bus Wreck Killing Three

Shock and grief blanket North
Mecklenburg in the wake of the
county's worst-ever school bus ac-
cident. Three Alexander Junior
High School students were killed
and 12 others were hurt May 17
when a bus and a dump truck col-
lided on N.C. 115 at Bailey Road a
mile south of Cornelius.

The accident occurred around
4 p.m. when Charlotte/Meck-
lenburg Bus. No. 740 pulled from
Bailey Road onto the highway
into the path of a southbound
tractor-trailer rig owned by Hall
Paving Co. of Huntersville. The
truck broadsided the bus, pushed
it off the road and pinned it
against a tree.

Killed were Jeanne Gwen Sar-
ver, 12, of Bon-Meade Lane,
Huntersville; Leslie Renne
Walker, 12, of Sherrill Avenue,
Cornelius; and Ralph Joseph
Tesh, 13, of 1016 Conistan St., Cor-
nelius. Their funerals were con-
ducted early this week.

The bus was driven by Mrs.
Sharon Dingler Farrington, 32, of
Faith Road, south of Mooresville.
She is in Charlotte Orthopaedic
Hospital suffering from fractures
and other injuries.

The truck driver, Michacl Craig
of Huntersville, was taken to
Mercy Hospital in Charlotte,
where he was treated and
released.
