The Season’s Haves, Have-Nots

Touching All The Bases: It’s a burning question exciting
most and haunting some:

Can Mooresville’s Post 66 American Legion baseball
Moors come anywhere close to duplicating the kind of sim-
mering summer they thrilled themselves and their grown-
ing number of followers with during their cherished 1990
season?

For obvious reasons, most of us hope the answer is a
definitive yes!

Among those reasons:

Last year's team manufactured an overall record of 28
wins against 16 defeats, allowing it to set the new standard
for the program. Before last summer, no previous band of
Moors had moved to within a single game of the coveted 30-
win barrier, making the 1990 edition the winningest ever in
the storied history of the local legion program;

Included among those wins were enough victories
within Post 66's own Southern Division of Area III to earn
the unit regular-season championship honors, making it
one of the few to win the divisional title;

Not satisfied with just that, Mooresville continued its
winning ways to bust past a a trio of same-division op-
ponents in order to become the program’s second ever to
reign as Southern Division champions, and advance into the
equivalent of the state’s American Legion quarterfinals;

And it didn't stop there. In helping mark the
precedence-setting campaign, the 1990 version became the
most celebrated of any prior squad when emerging as Area
III title holders, the first batch of Moors to hold such a dis-
tinction. In the process, Mooresville moved into the state’s
semfinals, making them one of four legion teams statewide
in quest of the North Carolina crown,

Only there, with success assured, did the storybook
season end, it closing with a series loss at the hands of even-
tual state champion Caldwell County.

Regardless, the Moors were the story of last summer,
and it's almost a shame to force those memories on the back
burner in order to make room for the ones upcoming.

But upcoming they are, as Post 66 unofficially christens
this the “season after” in the form of a pre-season exhibi-
tion game Sunday afternoon. The Moors, who like their fans
hope to hold on to the old as long as possible, start cranking
out the new when entertaining second-year program Den-

Unlike the past few years, Mooresville no longer fields
the only legion team in Iredell county. Statesville, whose
program folded several seasons ago, has returned to the
scene, so Post 66 returns to its former recruiting territory
that consists of part of Iredell and Rowan counties. Veteran
skipper Whitey Meadows is back in uniform for what will be
his 20th season at the helm.

In helping the Moors kick-off their new campaign,
season ticket sales are briskly underway. The tickets sell
for $14 each and award the buyer a total of 10 regular-
season home games. Based on at-the-gate prices, the season-
ticket package provides three games free. Tickets can be
purchased from any member of the Gresham-Baker
American Legion Post 66.
