Way back at the dawn of this
century, R. W. McKey built a home
on Main Street in Mooresville. A
majestic frame structure, it was,
for its day, near mansion propor-
tions. It was one of the first dwell
ings built in what is now the heart
of the town’'s business district.

Through the years, and particu-
larly during the last decade, these
old homes have disappeared from
the 100 and 200 blocks of North

Main Street. The McKey home was
razed about five years ago. All

remnants of the dwelling were de-
stroyed except some beautiful box
woods and a rustic wrought iron
fence that once decorated one of
the town’s finest homes.

The lot has been used for park-
ing for some time—all of it, that is
except the corner where the hox-
woods still thrive,

point out that McKey was a son- uK
law of John Franklin Moore, th
founder of Mooresville. The year
after he built the house, McKey
sold it and considerable surround
ing acreage to M. F. Nesbit, grand-
father of Mrs. John Archer. The
site now is owned by the Archers.
Of passing interest are the nota-
tions that Mrs. Archer was the
first child born in the house and
that her grandfather Nesbit plant
ed the boxwoods that still grow
on the lot.

Now enters the Mooresville Gar-
den Council, an organization made
up of representatives of the Moor-
esville Garden Club and the Petal
Pushers Garden Club.

¢l was created primarily to see to
the operation of the Home and
Neighborhood Development Spon-
sors program, a Sears Foundation
setup that provides grants for ecom-
munity beautification.

Packaging for Christmas mailing
overseas is especially important,
Houston said. Boxes should be
wood, metal, solid fiberboard, or
strong doublefaced corregated fib-
erboard.

wrapped in heavy paper which ma-
terially strengthens the package
Each package should be well tied
with strong cord. Unless complete-
ly packed and tightly filled, boxes
are likely to be crushed. Sufficient
cushioning paterial should be used
to prevent any rattling or losening
of articles within the package.

A slip showing list of contents
and the name and address of the
addressee should be enclosed in
the package, and customs forms
2966 or 2976-A must be completed
by the sender for many destina-
tions.

Articles such as alcoholic bever-
ages, firearms ammunition, match-
es of all kinds and lighter fluids
are prohihited in the mails. Ciga-
rettes, other tobacco products, cof-
fee and various other items are
prohibited in packages to some
military post offices. Persons are
urged to contact post office offi-
cials in order to prevent a delay
or non shipment in such ecases.
