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MOORESVILLIANS PAY FINAL TRIBUTE TO SLAIN PRESIDENT
Memorial Services Were Conducted In Area Churches Monday Morning

We have been reading in our newspapers from
points around the country, Atlanta, Miami, Chicago,
Raleigh, New York, editorial opinions concerning the
responsibility for the murder of President Kennedy.

These editorial opinions refer to left wing ex-
tremists, right wing extremists, segregationists,
American born Marxists and Communists, and re-
ligious bigots. By whatever name it is called, Presi-
dent Kennedy was the victim of a vicious hatred that
has no place in a nation of enlightened people or in
the hearts of men who publicly profess a belief in
the teachings of Jesus Christ.

“He that would be great among you,” said the
Great Teacher, “Jet him be the servant of all.” From
his war years through his tenure in the House and
Senate and unto the day he was shot.down,-John F.
Kennedy had tried to the best of his ability to carry
out this mandate from Jesus Christ.

To differ with his politics, his methods, or even
his religion was no sin in the light of history or in the
eyes of Christ. To preach hatred toward him for these
things was to follow a philosophy embraced only by
those with souls of evil and for whom there is no
hope in the tomorrow.

President Kennedy was mowed down by a rifle
in the hands of a Communist punk. That rifle was
fashioned by an atmosphere of hate encouraged by a
segment of our press, a sector of our public officials,
a-Wwing of our second c¢lass citizenship, none of them
having any respect for the democratic processes of
government or for the dignity of mankind.

The continuing struggle among men and women
of good conscience throughout the world for free-
dom, peace and human rights will forever be a me-
morial to John F. Kennedy.

He was not always right. Nor was he always
wrong. But never since his early manhood had he
wavered in his reverence for the noble tradition that
has been the heritage of America. His willingness to
reinterpret and adapt that tradition to serviceable
ends in a changing society was his greatest crime in
the warped minds of his traducers.

There is a tendency to eulogize men after their
deaths. In sudden recognition of their worth we wish
to give what we denied them in life—an evaluation
free from self-interest and pettiness of spirit. But
we do.not look upon President Kennedy even in death
as a man without fault. We think of him as a man

“whose occasional mistakes in judgment arose out of-
" his dedication to a program for the betterment of his

country and the world. He had a swift sense of human

© - values,.and though he often showed a willingness to )
compromise when principle was not involved, when "

he believed principle was at stake, or where he saw
that reconsideration of an issue would stulify his
avowed program for a better world, he stood his
ground.

And each time that he stood hls ground he ac-
qun‘ed pohtlcal adversaries and personal critics.
This is as it should be in a land of freedom where
the democratic - processes follow many byways. But
this posture, unfortunately, also brought a deep-
seated hatred for him by religious bigots and racial
extremists whose attacks gave encouragement to such
punks as Oswald:

Much of this hatred was molded into the gun

that killed him. .

. We voted for John F Kennedy in 1960 and arec
i pmud of that ballot: We had planned to vote for

him again in 1964.

Weekend calendar: Shortly af-
ter noon Friday, Mooresvillians
were mesmerized by their televis-
fon sets. Until mid-afternoon Mon-
day, they remained that way, tear-
ing themselves away only to see
to the most pressing duties. They
went to church more often and in
larger numbers than usual, but
they didn't socialize, they didn’t
gather in customary haunts to
joke and laugh — they just sat,
mostly, and stared at their tele-
vision sets.
