Amid the financial and adminis-
trative turmoil that has rocked the
Iredell-Statesville Schools in recent
months, the system has gotten
some good news: Last year's SAT
scores were the system’s highest
ever.

The scores, released this week by
the N.C. Department of Public
Instruction, revealed a 29-point
gain for Iredell-Statesville over-last
year’s math and verbal test scores.
