Annexation
{Continued From Page One)

Salisbury Road development, the
section around and including the
Rowan Dairy and a number of sub-
divided properties.

This area containg 422 acres
now in urban use, with an aver-
age of 1.66 persons per acre. One-
third of this territory coincides
with theé town ljmits. Only one-
eighth of the area must coincide
to qualify for annexation

Tho second area bylng consid-
ored for annexation Js generally
south and southwest of the ex-
isting town limits. It stretches
from near Dunbar School across
Shearer’s Chapel Road — rough-
ly halfway -around the town's
original ¢ifeuldr boundary.

“This addition, which has an av-
erage width of betiween 1,000 and
1,200 feet, would bring in the
Pinewood Circle subdivision, the
southwest part of the Mooresville
Mills Village, a section of Shear-
er's Chapel Road and considerable
undeveloped land east of Shear-
er’s Chapel Road.

There are 184 acres of land now
in urban use in this seetor. It has
a populatipn of 574, and half of the
area cojncides with the present
town limits.

The gnnexation study is the re-
sult of careful, expert examina-
tion of what the town and the
areas under consideration for an-
nexation can do for each other.
The most obvious result of an-
nexation is more tax money in
municipal coffers, but annexation
by law is a two-way proposition.

As a starter, Mooresville will
have to spend $246,249 to pro-
vide sewer service in the areas

to be annexed. Another $58,

814 will be invested in extend-

ing water service o residents of
these sections.

The town has $505,000 in un-
issued bonds that can be used to
provide the necessary sewer ser-
vice. Sufficient utility capital re-
serve funds are available to fi-
nance expansion of the water sys-
tem. Law requires that a munici-
pality must provide utilities, or
have work underway to provide
them to newly-annexed areas with-
in a year after annéxation.

Other responsibilities a town
dvcepts when it absorbs neWw terri-
tory include police and fire pro-
tection, street lighting, providing
street signs, sanitation and rec-
reation.

The proposed general annexa-
tion would require two additional
policemen, another patrol car, $1.
009Q to provide fire alarm boxes in
the new sections of town, two
moye men, a street washer, an-
other dump truck and a pickup
truck in the street department.

Street lighting is no small mat-
ter, The planning consultants said
204 more street lamps would be
negded at a cost of $4,400 per
yegr.
