The Town Board has its work cut out for it — and so does every
citizen in Mooresville, The annexation of residential and industrial
sections that long have been an integral part of the town is a perfectly
logical move. There really is no issue here. By virtue of the sweeping
our water and sewer systems completed this year,
the town for the first time is both physically and financially able to
extend municipal services to all the people and places involved in the
annexation. That these areas should take advantage of these services
in return for taxes is in full accord with the processes of municipal

growth.
