Iredell Records 145

Births In November

Iredell county recorded 145
births and 42 deaths during No-
vember, according to records on
file in the office of Dr. Ernest
Ward, county health director.

Of the 146 births, 112 were
white and 33 were Negro. Ten ba-
bies were born prematurely and
two of these died. There were
three white still births.

Of the 42 deaths, 28 were white
and 14 were Negro. Three deaths
were attributed to cancer, three
were traffic deaths; one death was
accidental and 21 deaths were due
